	Substantial mature specimen.  Deadwood in upper crown over seating area.  No discernible evidence of Ash dieback at time of survey.

	Specimen at immediate base of boundary wall with crown over boundary.  As the specimen continues to develop, this is likely to cause pressure loadings to the wall and subsequent damage may occur.
